We	provide	foster	care	and	an	adoption	program,	T-N-R	(trap,	neuter	&	return	of	feral	
cats),	a	rehoming	assistance	program,	community	education,	and	networking	with	local	
shelters	and	rescues.		We	also	help	with	spay/neutering	and	low-cost	vaccinations	to	those	
pet	owners	in	need.		 
Since	our	inception	in	2012,	we	have	spay/neutered	over	1,000	cats	and	dogs	and	adopted	
545	cats	and	231	dogs	into	loving,	permanent	homes.		Our	goal	is	to	increase	those	
numbers	every	year.
